Gestamp’s performance for the first nine months of 2018 has been in line with our expectations, despite having
experienced a more challenging Q3 than expected as a result of the underlying market conditions

Macro outlook continues to be solid although global growth forecasts have been revised slightly downwards to
3.7% in 2018 and 2019 (but still above historical averages)

Ongoing auto market uncertainties (WLTP, Trade Tensions, China and Emerging Markets) have led to short term
volatility during Q3 2018 but auto production is expected to grow at 0.9%'" in 2018E and 2.4% in 2019

Growth for 9M 2018 has been driven by good volumes of existing programs and the ramp-up of new projects,
especially in NAFTA, Eastern Europe and Mercosur but partially offset by deeper impact of FX headwinds

— Revenues increased by 2.5% (8.9% at constant FX)

— In terms of profitability, EBITDA grew by 8.6% (16.8% at constant FX), driving EBITDA margin to
11.1% (vs. 10.4% in 9M 2018)
